
“LOCATE: Child Care” is a referral service at the Southern Maryland Child Care Resource Center offering assistance to parents seeking child care to meet their location, cost and curriculum needs. Using a database of all registered family child care providers, licensed center-based programs, accredited nursery schools, kindergartens, Head Start programs, before and after school programs, and certified camps in the Southern Maryland area, trained counselors are available to share information with parents on child care options as well as provide referrals to programs in their area.
Referral information can be obtained Monday through Thursday, 8:30 am to 2:30 pm by calling (866) 290-0045. This is a free telephone counseling and referral phone service.  You can also go the website www.smccrc.org and fill out our parent intake form and email to a counselor who will then return your call within 24 business hours.  The intake form can be accessed by going back to the Parent link and clicking on Parent Intake Form.
